amount to 31.4% of the mean equivalised

disposable income.

The S80/S20 income quintile share ratio is the ratio
of the total of equivalised disposable income
received by 20% of the country’'s wealthiest
population to that received by 20% of the country’s
poorest population.

In 2023 the share of the income of the wealthiest
20% of the population is 5.28 times higher than the
share of the income of the poorest 20% of the
