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1. Introduction

In the framework of an improvement action for the implementation of a recommendation of
the Peer Review Report pertaining to the assessment of the response burden of surveyed
units, as regards the filling-in of ELSTAT’s questionnaires, the Divisions of ELSTAT conducting
statistical surveys/works —hereinafter “surveys”’— with the use of questionnaires, were asked
to fill in and transmit to the Methodology, Analysis and Research Section an excel file
recording for each one of the above surveys conducted in 2016, or for each one of the most
recent surveys conducted with the use of questionnaires, in the case of surveys with a
frequency of more than one year, the following information (document with ref. No B2-
321/17.5.2017): surveys

information on the survey, such as_code number of the survey, legal framework
governing the conduct of the survey, competent employee, frequency of conduct,
surveyed unit, sample size;

information on the response burden of the surveyed units, in terms of time, i.e., the
number of filled in questionnaires (in paper form, electronic form or through a web
application) and the average time (in minutes) required for filling-in the above
questionnaires;

actions to reduce the survey response burden, such as collecting data from
administrative sources, reducing the number of questions in the questionnaire as a
result of checking for overlapping questions, or reducing the requested variables,
developing a web application for data collection, developing an electronic
questionnaire, developing different types of questionnaires depending on the size of
the surveyed unit, pre-completing data of the surveyed unit from the previous
reference period of the survey in the questionnaire, reducing the frequency of the
survey conduct and other actions that took place in 2016 or in the framework of the
most recent survey.

The surveys for which the requested data were transmitted by the competent Divisions of
ELSTAT are listed in Table 15 of the Annex.



2. Description of data

The Divisions of ELSTAT transmitted data on 73 surveys, which were conducted with the use
of questionnaires — these surveys are listed in Table 15 of the Annex of this Report. The data
refer to the most recent conducted survey (up to 2016). Table 1 shows the number of
surveys and the number of completed questionnaires, per Division.

Since the number of completed questionnaires of the two surveys on Intra-Community trade
(INTRASTAT) i.e., the “Compilation of statistics on the trading of goods between Greece and
other EU Member States” and the “Compilation of intra-EU trade statistics by business
characteristics”, amount in total to 430,978 (88.95% of all questionnaires addressed to
enterprises), these surveys were chosen to be studied separately from the other business
surveys.




3. Response rate to questionnaires

The following Table 3 shows the response rate to questionnaires per surveyed unit.

The above Table shows that the response rate of the Public Services, the INTRASTAT
reporting enterprises and the agricultural-livestock holdings was very high. On the contrary,
the response rate of the enterprises not reporting to INTRASTAT was low.

4. Forms of questionnaires

Table 4 below shows the number and percentage of completed questionnaires per
guestionnaire form and surveyed unit.

As can be seen from the above table, in the surveys on agricultural-livestock holdings and on
households paper questionnaires are used almost exclusively.

In the surveys on enterprises not reporting to INTRASTAT paper questionnaires are mainly
used (84.24%). On the contrary, in the surveys on enterprises reporting to INTRASTAT web
guestionnaires are used almost exclusively.

Paper questionnaires are used in 83.1% of the surveys with surveyed unit the Public Service.
More specifically, paper questionnaires are used in 97.67% of the surveys by which data are
collected from the Ministry of Justice, Transparency and Human Rights and the Ministry of
Citizen Protection. It is noted that the 53.25% of completed questionnaires from Public
Services concerns questionnaires completed by the above Ministries. If we exclude the
aforementioned surveys, paper questionnaires are used in 66.51% of the remaining surveys
by which data are collected from Public Services.

In 23 and 9 surveys out of the 73 surveys of Table 15 in the Annex, electronic questionnaires
and web questionnaires are used, respectively. Table 5 below shows the time intervals
during which the use of electronic questionnaires and web questionnaires was launched in
these surveys.

5. Response burden of surveyed units

Table 6 shows, per surveyed unit, the number of surveys for which data were transmitted
(see Annex) and the number of surveys where an estimate of the average response burden
of surveyed units is available.

As can be seen from the above Table, the largest proportion of surveys with available
estimate of the average response burden of surveyed units is found in the surveys on
agricultural-livestock holdings (percentage 70%), while there is no relevant information in
the surveys on Public Services and on Intrastat reporting enterprises. In summary, there is
information on the response burden of surveyed units in almost half of the surveys listed in
the Annex.

Table 7 shows the number of surveys with available information on the response burden of
surveyed units and for these surveys the total completion time of the questionnaires (in
hours), the number of completed questionnaires and the average time for completing the
questionnaires (in minutes), per surveyed unit.

As can be seen from the above Table, out of the 730,969 completed questionnaires
corresponding to the 73 surveys of the Annex, data on the average completion time of
questionnaires exist only in 154,883 questionnaires (21.19% of the total number of
completed questionnaires of surveys listed in the Annex), which correspond to 36 surveys.

Most completed questionnaires with information on the response burden correspond to
surveys with surveyed unit the agricultural-livestock holding, while the fewer questionnaires
correspond to surveys with surveyed unit the enterprise not reporting to Intrastat.

On the basis of the above data of Table 7, the average completion time of questionnaires of
the 36 surveys is about 45 minutes. The longer average completion time of questionnaires is
required in surveys with surveyed unit the household, while the shorter average completion
time is required in surveys with surveyed unit the agricultural-livestock holding.

Table 8 shows in descending order the 10 surveys where the surveyed units spent most
hours to complete the questionnaires.

From Tables 7 and 8 it appears that almost all the hours needed to complete the
questionnaires of surveys with surveyed unit the agricultural-livestock holding were spent
on completing the questionnaires of the Farm Structure Survey (30,065 hours). In this survey
the surveyed units spent most hours on completing the questionnaires. The Household
Budget Survey is the second one in terms of hours spent (21,525 hours) and the Survey on
Income and Living Conditions is the third one (17,760 hours).

The time spent to complete the questionnaires of the three aforementioned surveys
accounts for 59.67% of the total time spent by the surveyed units to complete the
questionnaires of all the surveys for which information on the completion time of
questionnaires is available.



The following Table 9 shows in descending order the 10 surveys with the longest average
time, in minutes, needed by the surveyed units to complete the questionnaires.

As it can be seen from the above Table, the most time-consuming questionnaire for
completing it is the Household Budget Survey questionnaire (only in paper form), where it
takes 210 minutes, on average, to complete it. It is followed by the questionnaires of the
surveys “Structural survey on transport, storage and communication enterprises”,
“Structural survey on information and communication enterprises” and “Survey on labour
cost in manufacture and services”. For the completion of the two above questionnaires 150
minutes are needed, on average. These questionnaires are in paper form only.

The most time-consuming electronic questionnaire is that of the survey for the “Compilation
of the Cost Index for the Factors of Agricultural and Livestock Production”, where it takes 96
minutes, on average, to complete it (see Table 10 below). Only electronic questionnaire is
used in this survey.

The most time-consuming web questionnaire is that of the Survey on Income and Living
Conditions, which requires 75 minutes, on average, for completing it (see Table 11 below). In
this survey both paper questionnaire and web application are used.
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6. Comparison of the average completion time in paper and

electronic questionnaires

Electronic questionnaires are used in 23 surveys. More specifically, there are 16 surveys
where the questionnaires can be filled in either in paper form or in electronic form. There
are also 2 other surveys where the questionnaires can be filled in paper form, electronic
form and through a web application. In addition, there are 5 surveys where only electronic
guestionnaire is used.

Table 10 presents the aforementioned 23 surveys, the surveyed unit, the reference year, the
year when the use of electronic questionnaire was launched, the percentage of completed
questionnaires (paper, electronic and web questionnaires), as well as the average
completion time of the questionnaires per type of questionnaire, where the information on
average completion time is available.

Out of the 16 surveys whose questionnaires could be filled in both in paper form and in
electronic form (not through a web application), information on the number of completed
paper and electronic questionnaires is available in only 12 surveys. For these surveys, it
came up that 67.83% of the completed questionnaires were in paper form and 32.10% of
them in electronic form.

Out of the 2 surveys whose questionnaires could be filled in both in paper form and in
electronic form, as well as through a web application, it came up that 38.57% of the
completed questionnaires were in paper form, 5.09% in electronic form and 56.34% through
a web application.

On the basis of the data provided by the competent Divisions on the average completion
time of the questionnaires of the 23 surveys of Table 10, in 7 surveys the average
completion time of paper and electronic questionnaires is the same. In 4 surveys the
average completion time of electronic questionnaires is less than the average completion
time of paper questionnaires. Only in the survey for the “Compilation of the Turnover Index
in Industry” the average completion time of the electronic questionnaire was slightly longer
than the average completion time of the paper questionnaire.
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7. Comparison of the average completion time in paper and

web questionnaires

In 9 surveys the questionnaires can be filled in through a web application. More specifically,
there are 5 surveys where the questionnaires can be filled in either in paper form or through
a web application. There are also 2 surveys where the questionnaires can be filled in both in
paper form and in electronic form, as well as through a web application. In addition, there
are 2 surveys where only a web application was used to complete the questionnaires.

Table 11 presents these 9 surveys, the percentage of completed questionnaires (paper,
electronic and web questionnaires), as well as the average completion time of the
qguestionnaires, where the information on average completion time is available.

As can be seen from the above Table, in 5 out of the 7 surveys whose questionnaires can be
completed in paper form or through a web application, the web application is widely used.

However, only in 3 surveys the Divisions provided information on the average completion
time of paper and web questionnaires. On the basis of the information provided it comes up
that the use of the web application reduces the response burden of the surveyed units in 2
surveys, while in the Survey on Income and Living Conditions the response burden increases
with the use of the web application.

The increase in the response burden of households in the Survey on Income and Living
Conditions by the use of the web application instead of the paper questionnaire is due to the
fact that the web questionnaire is filled in by the members of the surveyed households. The
lack of experience of household members in completing these questionnaires creates a
greater response burden.

8. Actions aimed at reducing the response burden of
surveyed units
Table 12 presents actions related to the reduction of the response burden of the surveyed

units that have taken place until 2016 in some of the 73 surveys of the Annex, for which
information was provided by the competent Divisions of ELSTAT.

From the data provided for the 73 surveys of the Annex it is revealed that electronic
guestionnaires were used in 31.51% of the surveys and administrative data were used in
also 31.51% of the surveys, in the framework of actions aimed at reducing the response
burden of the surveyed units. The remaining actions took place to a lesser extent.
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Table 13 shows the 23 surveys in which administrative data are used in the framework of
actions aimed at reducing the response burden of the surveyed units, as well as the
reference year, the surveyed unit and the year when the collection of administrative data

was launched.
